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Charlton-on-Otmoor Church of England Primary School Remote education provision information for parents

This information is intended to provide clarity and transparency to pupils and parents about what to expect from remote education where national or local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home

At Charlton-on-Otmoor Primary School remote learning is provided through three learning platforms: The school website app and Tapestry in Early Years with learning taking place through Google Classroom in Years 1- 6. 

The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home

Being educated remotely will be a different experience for pupils. Learning will be posted the evening before with instructions set out to support pupils with the range of learning tasks. As happens in school, the teachers will do their best to provide learning which is engaging, inspiring and at a level which provides challenge as well as support. Teachers will be on hand to support via responding to emails and leading Google Meet sessions to explain the learning activities. We will work in partnership with our families to provide the best possible learning experience. 

What should my child expect from remote education on the first day or two of pupils being sent home? 

In our Nursery and Reception class daily work will be provided through the school website/app and through Tapestry, In Years 1 to 6 work will be delivered to your child via Google Classroom. Children may also be invited to take part in live teaching sessions for some subjects via Google Classroom.  

Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school? 

We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. However, there may be situations where teachers need to make some adaptations in certain subjects. For example, lessons which encourage group participation or specialist resources may need to be adapted for pupils who are learning from home. 

Feedback will be provided through responding to work submitted online and the teachers will aim to respond to all questions on the stream. There may however be a delay when teachers are in school teaching a class. 

Remote teaching and study time each day

How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?

We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:

Accessing remote education

How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?

Children who are in Nursery and Reception will receive work through the school website/ app and Tapestry, children in Years 1 to 6 will learn through Google Classroom. 

Some videos and live teaching may also take place, but this will be age appropriate and not the sole method of delivering lessons.

If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?

We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:-

· If you do not have an appropriate device or a sufficient number of devices to allow your child / children take part in remote learning, please inform the school office and we will make arrangements to support you. 

· If you don’t have an effective internet connection please contact school via the office email parents@charltonono.co.uk and we will see how we can support you.

· If you require printed materials to support learning from home, please contact the school office and we will speak to the class teacher to see what additional resources can be made available. 

How will my child be taught remotely?

We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:

· recorded teaching; video/audio recordings made by teachers  

· live teaching (online lessons)

· printed paper packs produced by teachers (e.g. workbooks, worksheets)

· reading books pupils have at home or loaned for school.

· commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences. These will include White Rose, Times Table Rockstars and Bug Club.

Engagement and feedback
What we expect from our pupils during home learning

· Pupils will try to complete the work for all lessons set each day.

· Pupils will try to attend all of the Google Meets with the class teacher to find out about the learning set for that particular day and to ask questions and clarify their understanding. 

· Pupils will submit work and upload it at the end of the school day or as soon as possible. 

· Pupils will only use Tapestry / Google Classroom as directed by the class teacher and will only post content relevant to the learning.

· Pupils will use the Google Meet function to communicate with their class teacher. 

· Pupils will only use the chat function on a live Google Meet when prompted to do so by their teacher. 

· Pupils will not take photos or record Google Meet sessions.

· Pupils will make sure that communication in the online learning environment is always supportive of their learning and the learning and wellbeing of others.

· When taking part in live sessions pupils will make sure that

· Their environment is quiet and free from distractions

· The background is appropriate and as neutral as possible

· They are attentive

· They communicate in a courteous way at all times to both teachers and fellow pupils

Advice to parents during home learning

· To encourage participation of their child in all posted lessons. 

· To support their child in uploading work onto the online platform. 

· To notify the class teacher if there are circumstances whereby their child is unable to participate/complete the learning. 

· To not take photos or record any Google Meet or live teaching. 

· To raise questions with teachers via email rather than through using Google Meet or the stream.

· To notify the school if they do not have the IT equipment or wifi to be able to access the online learning. 

How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?

· Teachers will keep a record of children who do not submit work/attend Google Meets.

· Teachers will respond to all parent questions through email. 

· Teachers will aim to respond to work submitted within the same working day - please note that there may be a delay on days when teachers are working in school. 

· Teachers will notify the headteacher if pupils are struggling to attend the Google Meet and submit work that has been set. 

· Lessons will include a clear learning intention giving families the opportunity to seek out additional resources to further their child’s learning. 

How will you assess my child’s work and progress?

Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:

· Feedback on the work your children are being given will be given via the remote platform that the children are using. 

· Live meetings / teaching sessions will be an opportunity for children to ask questions and for the teacher to clarify misconceptions.

Additional support for pupils with particular needs

How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?

We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. The SENCO will be overseeing the provision for pupils with SEND. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:-

· Activities may be modified to make them accessible.

· Tasks may be different to those that other children in the class are completing to make them appropriate.

· Learning activities may be delivered in a different format to make accessible.

Remote education for self-isolating pupils

Where individual pupils need to self-isolate, but the majority of their peer group remains in school, remote education will continue as is currently provided with work being set via the online learning platform. The work will be loaded onto the learning platform used by that year group. Pupils self-isolating will still be able to access the online learning and attend the Google Meet sessions provided they are well enough to attend.
